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Installation Instructions:  
 
Step 1 
 

Remove the Factory Floor Plate by removing the 2 bolts located under the dash, 2 
inside the cutouts on top of the plate and bolts on the back side of the plate. Re-
tain the hardware for new consoles.  

 
Step 2 
 
Remove the factory lower dash section by loosen-
ing the 2 screws location on either side using a 
7mm socket.            

CAUTION: The lower dash 
section has wiring harnesses 
that are attached.

Disconnect the three highlighted wiring 
harnesses located at the back of the low-
er dash section.

Bolt the section back in 
place using the 2 bolts removed in step 1.

Re-install both USB port and cigarette lighter on the top of new console, as shown 
below in the left image.  
 
Remove the faceplate located on the driver’ side of the new console and attach 
the factory emergency brake switch to the back using the factory screws removed 
in the previous step.
